Part 1:  My early musical career in Beirut

 I start to play in Palestine. My father is Egyptian and he work in Palestine Radio. I write the music when I have 7 years. And he brung for me small violin, very small violin and I played just like that, he looks at me and he sees I have something. Then he bring me to teacher, Russian teacher, his name, I remember him, Trisknivo his name. Then first years he takes me with money, second years he doesn’t take money, he takes me without no money and my father ask him why? He said because my name Aboud Abdoul Aal assisted me, he said because Aboud is very, very good to have good musically and has good future. Then after 5 years I study European music. My father is Arabic he plays cannon, a cannon is same as piano, but Arabic and he like to teach me Arabic music. My teacher, he doesn’t like, says- “No, no no leave him, because if he leaves him,  he becomes an international.” He doesn’t leave me.  My father teach me Arabic music and after 8 years he go to Syria, my father. Then I stay with him until I am 16 years old. After 16 I go to Beirut because the director of Beirut he told me come to Beirut and play with the Radio Lebanon.  Then I go there and when he see me this time I am good musician because I learn very good and I’m the chief of radio orchestra,  Radio Lebanon But this time they give me not so good money and I think it’s not good like this and I make my orchestra myself, about 30 people. Then I play, I make records, play with the single, and it’s O.K, make money until the story happened with- I cannot remember.  I leave my orchestra and come here and from that time ’77 until now, I am here.
